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“There's an array of herbal intrigue 
on the nose of this bottling, from 
oregano to thyme to singed sage, as 
well as aromas of pepper, baked 
pomegranate and salted plum skin. 
The herbs and white pepper make an 
encore on the sip, starring alongside 
the za'atar, toasted pumpkin seed and 
baked plum flavors.”
